The Patrol Leader  (or 
Assistant Patrol Leader 
Badge) could be placed 
side by side with the 
Patrol Badge if necessary. 

There is a new 
County Award badge 
each year, they are 
sewn around the 
County badge as 
shown until you have 
all four.

LEFT FRONT

Service Section Badges 
are earned for each 
section the scout has been 
in.  They are awarded in 
the relevant section and 
are carried forward onto 
the Scout Shirt.
They are worn left to 
right, Beavers, Cubs and 
Scouts

Special Event badges are 
placed on the left front of the 
shirt above the pocket. They 
are generally worn for 1 year 
after the event.

The Scouting Ireland 
Emblem is now 
embroidered on to the 
newer Scout shirts, but 
if you have an older 
shirt you can place the 
emblem badge here.
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RIGHT FRONT

The Ireland badge is 
given to scouts who are 
travelling abroad with 
the group.  If you don’t 
have one yet, leave space 
for next time!

The Chief Scouts 
Award badge is the 
only one worn below 
the pocket.

The WOSM badge is 
placed over the 
embroidered Fleur-de-
Lys on the pocket flap.
